It makes us all better han-

dlers as well as better trainers. 

We saw several different breeds at 

the clinic. There was a Vizsla, Spi-

none, Brittany, Pointer, DD, and a 

couple of Griffons.

I am the first to say that I have a little 

kennel blindness. Iôm sure weôll see 

even more breeds as the training clin-

ics go on through out the summer. 

Following the April training clinic, 

the E-board met. Some key issues 

discussed were the several upcoming 

expenses such as the work to the 

road at the field and the purchase of a 

new tent. As you may know, we lost 

one of the big white tents to the wind 

following last yearôs fall test. The 

wind picked it up and moved it half 

way down the hill, bending it to the 

point of it not being usable. We re-

viewed how the new bird-ticket sys-

tem worked and the consensus was 

that it worked well. We think this 

will keep a better tally on the number 

of birds we sell and to make sure that 

we all have a fair chance to have 

birds available. At the clinic, we had 

several people that wanted to buys 

birds to take home. We want to make 

sure that we have birds for the clin-

ics, it was decided that we will not be 

selling birds to be taken home until 

after lunch, so that everyone has the 

chance to purchase birds for the 

clinic. 

At the rest of the clinics, we will be 

planning to do field and water work. 

We were unable to get to the water at 

Aprilôs clinic due to the water being 

a little too cold for some of the pup-

pies and we want this to be a positive 

experience. 

I would like to ask the membership 

to plan to help out at the upcoming 

clinics and to plan to volunteer to 

help at the tests that are planned for 

the spring and fall. If you need a job 

or you are not sure what to do, let us 

know and we will find you a task that 

needs to be done and believe me 

there are many that need to be done. 

Rather it be helping plant birds, food 

for the potluck or helping a handler 

with a dog, it takes a lot of people to 

make a clinic or a test successful. 

So, see you at the next training 

clinic.

1. You should have a game 

plan prior to the start of all 

training sessions. Know what 

you want to accomplish and 

how. 

 
2. You should know which 

exercises should be executed 

with others. Some exercises 

can neutralize others. 

 
3. You should know which 

exercises should follow or 

precede others. 

 
4. Again, have a goal for 

each training session. 

 
5. The best policy is to al-

ways use and carry a lead. 

Do not trust previous train-

ing alone. 

 
6. Do not yell commands. 

You donõt want the dog to 

be afraid of you. To him/her, 

you are their only friend dur-

ing the training session. Also, 

they will soon become tone 

deaf and assume that is your 

normal tone of voice. 

 
7. You cannot let your atten-

tion wander from the dog, or 

the dog will make mistakes, 

just as he/she will make mis-

takes if the dog stops con-

centrating on you. 

 
8. All corrections must be 

made quickly with the appro-

priate amount of force for 

the infraction. 

 
9. Corrections need to be 

objectively forceful. Never 

correct from anger or 

frustration!  

 
10. When you become angry 

or frustrated, put your dog 

up, but always end on a posi-

tive note.

Contact Warren Kincaid in regards to repairing the roadway at the Smithfield fields. Repair to include 
placing sufficient gravel on roadway around the barn to the edge of the field. If work can be accom-
plished for $500 or less, proceed. If repair is more than $500, the executive board will revisit road repair.  
Motion  by Malcolm Charles second by John Murphy motion passed [To]  
Place a porta -pottie at the Smithfield fields for all clinics and test. Al Smith to contact the AAA company 
(Bill Noyes) to look into cost.  
Motion  by Al Smith second by John Murphy motion passed [To]  
Purchase one 10 x 20 foot tent to replace one destroyed last year in wind storm cost not to exceed $250  
Motion  by Malcolm Charles second by Al Smith motion passed  
To accept treasures report as read  
Motion  by Mark Cote second by Peter Wade motion passed [That The]  
Chapter provide 20 and 12 ga shells for the gunners at all clinics and test. If there are liability issues the 
motion will be revisited by the executive board.  
Motion  by Mark Cote second by Al Smith motion passed [That]  
Birds for the days training will be purchased prior to the start of clinics. A limit for field work of 2 birds 
per dog for NA , and 3 birds per dog for UT. A limit for water work of 1 duck per dog. A limit for NA 
tracking work of 1 pheasant per dog. Tickets will be issued to the purchaser to be turned in prior to run-
ning dog in the field. Left over birds will be sold after 1:00 PM and or at the end of the training day.

Judging : Judges for the spring test will be Lena Amiron, Gilbert Trembly, Raymond Dyer. Away judges 
will be put up at the Farmington Hotel.  
Training : Very Happy with the level of help at the clinics, able to run multiple training events. Dogs and 
handlers are progressing well. Encourage people to get involved in helping at the clinics. Field Marshall 
will collect bird tickets and supervise running order at clinics.  
Publications : Newsletters,  107 copies, are now mostly being sent via e -mail with only 4 hard copies 
mailed.

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Treasurerõs Report for 2008 and 2009

      It took a bit of calendar juggling at the beginning of this year, but our former Treasurer Allen Livingood and I eventually w ere 
able to make the hand off of the Treasurerõs role. So Iõm a little slow in publishing the Treasurerõs report for 2008. First, I want to 
thank Allen for keeping such a good set of books. Once I got the hang of the latest version of Quicken, I was able to quickly get up 
to speed on the clubõs finances over the past few years. It takes a certain amount of dexterity and perseverance to keep up with  the 
club activities and rendezvous with the various Board members to hand off checks, cash and invoices. Even though I live closer to 
most of the Board members than Allen does, after serving in this role for a few months now, I can certainly appreciate the ef for ts 
he made to keep the accounts current and the check book balanced!! 
      We started 2008 with a balance of 12,552.90 and ð after deducting $11,171.12 in expenses -- ended with a balance of $15,111.12, a 
profit of $2,558.22 for the year. Our primary income producers are dues, shotgun raffle sales, sales of the NAVHDA ògreen booksó 
and food sales at the tests. Our major expenses are birds, test judges expenses, insurance and maintaining the test/training site. 
Over the past few years, we have identified a disconnect between the cost of birds and the monies collected for them. We have in-
stituted the ticket system this year to try to get a better handle on our bird expenses. Also, this year, we are trying to go  electronic 
with the newsletter in an attempt to shave a little off our expenses in this area. A more detailed income statement for 2008 fol lows 
this summary.  
      As of the end of April 2009, our account balance is at $18,273.52. Typically the bulk of our income comes in the first quarter of 
the year with dues payments, test fees, and gun raffle tickets. Anticipated outflows for the remainder of 2009 include judges õ ex-
penses, birds, gravel to maintain the road into the training site, and a new tent.
